Stone Mill Estates


Jim and Elmer will be meeting with Mr. Yingst, the developer of Stone Mill Estates, and his representatives on Thursday, August 11th to discuss the status of the Stone Mill Estate development.

Field Representative


Chairman Holman reported that he had discussed several issues with Field Representative Jody Hoffman earlier that day. The sewage problem at the site of the former Forrer's used car lot was caused by a malfunctioning buried check valve on the sewer main. It was replaced and the problem was resolved.
Lift Station Pumps


Jody has ordered a replacement pump for the Lower Duncannon pumping station. He suggested that the Authority set up and account through the supplier, E-One, to save on taxes. He will have the E-One supplier email Karen with the information needed to set up the account.


Jody has used the last pump (the type was unspecified) at the Cove WWTP. The Authority will approve the purchase of another pump at its September 7th meeting.

Invoice for Mowing


Susan reported that she had received a bill from Robert Hofer, II, for five mowings for the Sunshine Hill water system property. Upon a Kocher/Knaub motion, the Authority voted unanimously to authorize payment of check #5469 in the amount of $175.00 to Robert Hofer, II. The check will appear on the August invoice list.
PENNVEST Audit Concern

The Authority received a letter from PENNVEST dated August 2, 2016. The Authority has two existing loans from PENNVEST, one for its share of the upgrade to the Duncannon Borough WWTP and the second for the sanitary sewer in Penn Manor, Susquenita Hills, and Perdix. After reviewing the Authority's 2015 financial audit, PENNVEST sent its concern that the Authority's cash flow is not adequate to support the existing debt structure for more than 18 months. Office staff will respond to the letter, stating that the Authority has been discussing its financial status for a number of months, focusing on ways to increase revenue.

With all business completed, a Kocher/Knaub motion for adjournment was made at 8:08 p.m. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
